MARLBORO ~ 6/31/59

The day dawned dark over Marlboro but the rain hcld off and by the end of the
day the unprepared werc sporting good sunburns. On the track things got started
right away with a hell-bent-for-leather type novice race. Karl Kluscwitz's MGA got
out in front and stayed there on its superior power and handling ability, but he was
never recally safe. Three challengers in the form of a beautifully driven Volve by
Don Nyland, a roaring D.B. by Captain Reilly and from the back of the pack of flying
1100 c.c. Fairthorpe driven by J. A. Thompson. It ended up with a flying finish as
MGA, Volvo, Fairthorpe, D.B.

The small production cars and H-specials were pitted agninst the Formulas III's,
The F-III cars procceded to lap everybody in sight and make the "hot" sports car
drivers hot under the collar as well., However, Scmler's Bandini-Sonnett finally got
going and ran out front of the sporty-type cars. In the production class, however,
things werc hotly contested between the D.B.'s of Dr. Baumon and the flying nowice
of the previocus race, Capb.

This was a race for
MGA's, Triumphs and Morgans,

In the production race Moe did it again being beaton out only by a speedy
Carrera driven by Dick Nash and a Veloce to takc sceond in class in this race. Dick
Nash, by the way, also ran with the big modificds in the sprints and, starting from
the back of the bunch, worked his way into fourth position overall where he stayed
to the end. Charlic Kolb, after winning in his Lotus, wiped up the big boys with
his Maserati and cmerged unchallenged taking two in a row.

The half-breed Le Mans start for the 6 hour cndurance race went off all right,
which is more than can be said for a couple of cars, and the G.P. of cndurancc was
underway. The way it looked Charlie Kolb and his Meser were going to make it three
in a row.as he lapped the field four times in the first hour. However, although the
big snorter appeared to be running along smoothly and easily, what appeared to be a
missed shift by co-driver Robertson ended the gallant carccr of the Mascr as it re-
tired with rear end woes and ended hopes of a hat trick for Mr. Kolb.

The cnergetic Elva of Art Tweedale took over and got about four laps on every-
body else. However, a "D" Jag driven by Shaw and Robinson was. on the move and
pushing hard on the Elva. But a tragic accident cnded the dag's attempts. #5 Alfa,
driven by Biondo and Karmarsky, spun ot the heel of the boot.
